This report details the genocide carried out by the Israeli 

occupation in the Gaza Strip, covering daily scenes from May 24 to 

June 2, 2024. It also delves into the political and humanitarian 

repercussions, as well as the material and human losses sustained 

by Gaza due to the ongoing aggression and blockade. Additionally, 

it addresses the impact of the aggression in the West Bank since 

October 7, 2023. 
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1. Daily Scenes

In terms of the continued targeting of the health system, it was documented that the targeting of Abu Youssef Al-Najjar Hospital, 

Kamal Adwan Hospital, and Kuwait Specialised Hospital were hit by air strikes and artillery shelling. Additionally, attempts at 

forced displacement persisted, with an air strike documented in the Mawasi area of Khan Yunis, targeting land adjacent to the 

tents of displaced people near the city of Asdaa', northwest of Khan Yunis.

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In terms of continued attempts at forced displacement, air strikes targeted agricultural land near the tents of displaced people 

in the Al-Mawasi area, west of Khan Yunis. The bombing also targeted other shelters housing displaced people, including a 

women's center near Al-Nuseirat Market, resulting in 6 deaths, and a school in the Saftawi area, resulting in 10 deaths.

Regarding continued attempts at forced displacement, a massacre was documented where the occupation army bombed tents 

for displaced people near UNRWA warehouses northwest of Rafah, resulting in more than 35 deaths initially. 

In the West Bank, the occupation forces continued their systematic killing policy, with the assassination of a Palestinian child 

from the town of Sa’ir town in the Hebron District. This raised the number of victims in the West Bank to 519 deaths and 5,000 

wounded from October 7, 2023, to May 26, 2024.

In terms of targeting the health system and displaced people, an air strike was documented targeting a gathering of tents for 

displaced people in Al-Nuseirat camp, central Gaza Strip. Additionally, a drone bombardment was observed at the gate of The 

Kuwaiti Hospital, resulting in two deaths.

Regarding the targeting of displaced people, a massacre was documented in Rafah, where seven missiles targeted tents crowded 

with displaced people, resulting in 47 deaths and over 249 injuries. Concerning the targeting of the health system, Kuwaiti and 

Indonesian hospitals in Rafah, and Al-Awda Hospital in Beit Lahia, were targeted.

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Regarding the continued targeting of displaced people, bombings were documented at"Ali bin Abi Talib" school in the Al-Zaytoun 

neighborhood south of Gaza City. The school housed displaced people and the attack resulted in multiple casualties, including 

deaths and wounded. Additionally, the ongoing famine and blockade preventing aid entry led to the death of a child at the 

Shuhada Al-Aqsa Hospital in Deir al-Balah due to malnutrition and lack of medicines. 

In the West Bank, the occupation forces continued their policy of systematic killing, with the assassination of a Palestinian child 

from Aqabat Jaber camp in Jericho, and another citizen from Ramallah. This raised the number of victims in the West Bank to 

522 deaths and 5,000 wounded from October 7, 2023, to June 1, 2024.

In the West Bank, the occupation forces continued their policy of systematic killing, with the assassination of a Palestinian child 

from Aqabat Jabr camp in Jericho. This raised the number of victims in the West Bank to 523 deaths and 5,000 wounded from 

October 7, 2023, to June 2, 2024. 
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2. Political and Humanitarian Repercussions: 

The period covered by this report witnessed a significant escalation against displaced individuals through several massacres 

committed by the occupation army. Between Sunday, May 26, and Monday, May 27, 72 displaced individuals were killed within 48 

hours, resulting from three massacres in areas previously declared safe by the occupation army, located in the north and west 

of Rafah Governorate. The use of precision bombs in these attacks confirms a premeditated intent to commit genocide. 

 

In a related context, the occupation army's crimes in the northern 

Gaza Strip were revealed, showing a deliberate continuation of the 

forced displacement of Palestinian civilians. This was achieved 

through the comprehensive destruction of essential living 

necessities, housing, and survival infrastructure, particularly in the 

Jabalia camp. This included the erasure of entire residential areas, 

medical and food centers, as well as the complete and partial 

destruction of United Nations shelter centers.
